Resources

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Money Matters

Funding Update & Financial Accounts

It was a very difficult year for funding as our Lottery grant for teaching
and management had ended in April 2005 and our Comic Relief grant,
also for teaching came to an end in February 2006. However, we
worked hard to secure some new grants and in the new financial year
will be receiving funding from Comic Relief (management of the
charity), Brent Voluntary Sector (new Bridge Programme) and the Big
Lottery Fund (holiday club). We also have some outstanding
applications from which we hope to hear in the near future. Our grants
from the ALG (training) and Children In Need (after school club)
continue until April 2007.

The funding difficulties we have experienced recently have led us to
review our fundraising. This has given rise to a relaunch of the Friends
Scheme (see Page 12) and encouraging supporters to help us with
other fundraising activities (See Community Links , Page 9)

Training & Development

The training has continued to be very well received in
participating schools, and has made a noticeable
difference to the confidence of staff and resources
available in schools, as well as changes to policies
and procedures. We successfully delivered our first
training to school governors, with more to follow, and
have piloted a training agreement with Roehampton
University, which we are planning to extend. We also
ran workshops at 3 national conferences, run by the
National Children’s Bureau and the Refugee Council,
participated in several others, and we continue to train
Trainer Lynne Knight delivers an introduction library staff across London.

Our new-look website, launched in September, has
been well received by the Government’s website for teachers, and is receiving more than 500 visitors
each month. Not only are we providing information and resources to teachers across the UK, but have
also received a request for a visit from students at the University of lllinois, who were very
enthusiastic!

We sold out of the original 1500 copies of Home from Home, and reprinted with significant updates in
January. We also launched our new Friends’ Scheme in the New Year resulting in 20 Friends,
generating so far a regular annual income of about £1500, plus several extra donations. If you would
like to become a friend of Salusbury WORLD, turn to the back cover and complete the form attached.

Advice & Support / Community Links

The advice and support needs of our refugee
families have changed significantly over the last
couple of years. As they have more settled lives,
parents are increasingly seeking help to find ways of
validating their overseas qualifications or educational
opportunities which will enable them to secure good
jobs in the UK. During the last year we have assisted
with several university applications and helped people
find ways into paid teaching and nursing posts, as well
as a variety of volunteering opportunities.

There are now parents training as beauty therapists,

The other big theme of the moment is British citizenship. SW staff have had to familiarise themselves
with qualification criteria, the new test and test centres and all the necessary documentation. It is a
lengthy and complex process but a number of parents have now passed the test and are fully fledged
British citizens.

This has been a great year for community
activities . More Salusbury WORLD parents
are becoming involved in participating in and
organising activities at the centre and also in
the school. Our coffee mornings are now a
regular monthly feature, largely organised by
the parents. The laughter can be heard for
miles around!

Parents have also been very supportive of
the charity by doing some fundraising: selling
jumpers and fabulous home cooked food at
the Christmas fair.
